Given the slow rise of the Ukrainian economy, the implementation of
economic and social reforms, decentralization of power and the elimination of
corruption, it is important to ensure a well-established effective mechanism of public
administration. Today in Ukraine it is possible to speak about the beginning of the
development of a new model of public administration, which in its essence
corresponds to foreign experience and Western European models of public
administration. Defining the entity, subjects and objects, the most effective methods
and forms of public administration are urgent tasks, because they allow to determine
its mechanism.

Advanced economic development involves achieving strategic goals for the
country with levels of macroeconomic indicators that exceed those in other
technological, innovative niches, providing competitive advantages in education,
science, industrial production and public administration in particular. Advanced
economic development today has become a key condition for an innovative economy,
bringing the country to a higher level of production and, as noted by A. M.
Moskalenko [5], thus, "it becomes a decisive condition for innovative competition,

the transition of countries to a higher technological level, the creation of a “margin of



safety” of national economic systems, acquisition and consolidation of long-term
international innovative competitive advantages by countries”.

Advanced economic development can be characterized by analyzing the main
socio-economic indicators and comparing them with thresholds: [2, p. 31]: annual
price index growth should not be more than 3-5%; the growth rate of money supply
should correspond to the growth rate of production (but no more than 3-5% per year);
the state budget deficit should not be more than 3-5% of GDP; public debt should not
be more than 60% of GDP; the volume of foreign exchange reserves should be more
than 8% of GDP and sufficient to cover the cost of importing goods for at least three
months; the ratio of current external debt service payments should not exceed 20% of
annual export earnings; in order to ensure extended reproduction, the level of
accumulation in GDP should be at least 10%; the unemployment rate should not be
more than 15-20% of the total working population; the income gap of the 20% of the
richest and 20% of the poorest people should not be more than 12 times.

Developed countries (Australia, Germany, Hong Kong, New Zealand,
Singapore, Switzerland, United Kingdom, United States) have a higher level of
ownership institution development, transparency of government activity, freedom of
business and the labor market, freedom of investment and legal efficiency, which
generally indicates the use of more effective public administration methods and
adherence to its principles. And this is positively reflected in the value of GDP per
capita in purchasing power parity, the average value of which for developed countries
Is $ 54,994.9. (the maximum in Singapore is $ 87,855.4, the minimum in New
Zealand is $ 37,294.0). Thus, these characteristics allow us to ensure a steady
increase in GDP, maintain an acceptable unemployment rate (within 5%) and
inflation. The above economic indicators indicate, first of all, the high level of well-
being and quality of life of the population, which in turn testifies to the social
development of the countries whose state policy and management are aimed at
forming an effective legal, political, social and economic environment.

The development of a model of public administration mechanism in Ukraine

began with the beginning of the formation of territorial communities. Thus, the
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formation of territorial communities ensured the participation of the population in the
state administration and in the development of projects of regional economic
development, where citizens began to participate by bringing to public discussion the
most pressing problems. At the same time, the authorities ensured that the interests of
the community were taken into account by developing projects based on the
proposals of the population. The initiators of the projects were, first of all,
representatives of the executive branch, which has one of the main functions -
development of investment projects, organization and documentary support of project
implementation. At the same time, the authorities also provide effective motivation
for citizens through an information campaign in order to identify priority
infrastructure items in need of investment. Business representatives at the moment
take a passive position, in fact only by providing local budgets with tax payments.
However, despite the low level of initiative of the population in Ukraine and business
to participate in the public administration of the executive authorities, some progress
has been made in the implementation of projects of territorial development and

solving the most problematic issues of economy, ecology of regions.

As Kuznetsova 1. notes, “the essence of control is to actively influence the
parameters of the control object in order to eliminate unwanted deviations from the
set parameters through managerial influences, which are aimed either at maintaining
the system characteristics within the required limits, or to perform actions on
changing values characteristics of the system itself in accordance with changes in the
environment "[1].

Management technologies, adhering to the scientific position outlined in [2], it
Is advisable to understand the set of methods and techniques that contribute to the
implementation of management functions and management operations with the

conditionality of optimal time spent on their implementation. The basis of



management technologies is a set of information and production flows of the
enterprise. Through the use of management technologies, the company is able to
provide:

- organizational order and streamline the management process (its stages and
procedures);

- an even distribution of powers and responsibilities between employees and
management;

- efficiency of decision-making process from the lowest to the highest levels of
management [2].

Professor Franchuk V. security activities means the activities of an enterprise
to counter threats, protect corporate interests and "preserve the integrity of processes

or systems based on the assimilation and development of a safe culture™ [4]. But we
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consider it appropriate to put it in the following wording: security is the activity of
managers to maximize the use of available resources to protect their own interests
from the effects of threats and dangers of the internal and external environment, as
well as adaptation to existing conditions with minimal losses. It is this formulation
that allows you to display without activity in terms of management technology.

To understand the essence of security activities, it is necessary to define its
components, in particular to their list it is advisable to include:

- Logistics;

- information;

- personnel [5].

The logistics component of a security activity reflects a set of hardware and
equipment with specific parameters that are used to ensure the safety of an object.

Information is a collection of knowledge and information used in the course of
the enterprise activity, as well as a set of information technologies that prevent the
unauthorized access, use, dissemination, modification, destruction or theft of
information from the enterprise, as well as establish a secure exchange of information
inside and from the enterprise the external environment.

Staffing is a set of personal and professional characteristics of the staff, which
Is the basis for the most effective performance of their duties.

The main tasks of security activities of enterprise should include:
1) identify, evaluate, develop measures to counteract and minimize the impact on
internal and external threats to the security of the enterprise, business, projects,
contracts;
2) conducting business marketing (competitive intelligence and counterintelligence);
3) preparation of information and analytical materials on the situation on the markets,
In projects, on contracts and partners;
4) verification of business reputation and solvency of counterparties and partners;
5) prevention of threats and unlawful actions by unfair competitors;
6) checking the reliability of the staff;

7) conducting business negotiations with debtors, minimizing accounts receivable;

8) providing physical protection of objects and top management;

9) interaction with law enforcement and supervisory bodies;

10) protection of confidential information [6];

11) protection of property of the enterprise.

12) preparation of documentation in the field of security at the enterprise, etc.
Conclusions. Thus, the theoretical foundations of the essence of the safe

activity of enterprises are laid out as a basis for ensuring the effective functioning of

business in the harsh conditions of competition. It is proposed to position security

activities as a management technology in the enterprise, which contributes to the

achievement of strategy and high level of competitiveness in the market.

The level of competitiveness of an enterprise is determined by its ability to

satisfy certain needs that have emerged in the consumer market [4].
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Utilizing technical sharing capabilities today makes it easier and faster to
create and sell packages of services to consumers, to solve tasks of financial and
operational management, marketing planning, increase competitiveness and sales.

Analysis of basic research and publications. Many scientists have
investigated the possibility of modern information technologies in the hotel business,
among them, leading Ukrainian scientists, such as Hudo V., A. Kianyanitsa,
Kabushkin N., Agafonova L. and others [1].

The works of these scientists are considered as basics of hospitality industry
development, the most developed ones are being researched territorial segments of
tourism, as well as influencing factors, are analyzed on the development of the
tourism industry in Ukraine [5].

Having a network allows staff to spend less time on routine operations, save it
for labor productivity. By sending out e-mail service notes, managers are deprived of
the need to print, copy and distribute them. Email provides almost instantaneous

delivery and response to correspondence.
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Application of network applications such as database management system data
and spreadsheets, allows employees to work together, no leaving your workplace
wherever users are or applications. This can speed things up a lot [3].

One of the most important for the manager features corporate information
systems are modules of management accounting and financial controlling. Each
functional unit can be defined as a financial accounting center, with an appropriate
level of financial responsibility for its leader. This, in turn, increases the
responsibility of each of the executives and falls into the hands of senior managers an
effective toolkit for precise control over the implementation of individual plans and
budgets [2].

Thus, in today's context, the information center becomes almost the main
element of an effective guest service management system.

Conclusions. Thus, the implementation of the information system opens new
opportunities to effectively address the major challenges of the hotel business.
Operation of the system allows the hotel to implement programs resource savings by
reducing maintenance costs communication systems, avoid peak loads, increase
productivity work, improve the quality of services performed work and improve
skills hotel staff.

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Introductions. Corruption is a phenomenon that all the forces of state and non-
state institutions are aimed at overcoming, because by virtue of its destructive and
latent properties it is a rather dangerous phenomenon that turns the work of public
authorities not into useful social activities, but into a means to satisfy their own

interests. Anti-corruption in each state is carried out using various methods, means
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and methods of application of which are regulated by the relevant legislative norms in
the field of anti-corruption legislation. The level of effectiveness of the fight against
any corruption manifestations to a certain extent depends on the objectivity and
completeness of the latter. Anti-corruption legislation of all countries, including
Ukraine, is constituted by the norms contained in legislative and sub-legislative
normative legal acts, the clarity of understanding of which determines the correctness
of their application. All of the above determines the theoretical and practical interest
In concretizing certain provisions of the anti-corruption legislation of Ukraine.

Aim. Both concepts («close people» and «family members») are used in
various branches of the legislation of Ukraine, where their content is defined
differently, even within spheres that are essentially similar. In this connection, the
indicated categories require concretization of their content, which in turn will
contribute to the correct interpretation and application of the norms of anti-corruption
legislation.

Materials and methods. During the study, general scientific and concrete
scientific research methods were used, and its conclusions are based on the norms of
the current legislation of Ukraine in various fields: anti-corruption, family and
criminal law, and so on.

Results and discussion. Among the terms used by the Law of Ukraine «On the
Prevention of Corruption» (p. 1 art. 1) are «close persons» and «family members».
The first group includes persons who live together, are connected by common life
and have mutual rights and obligations with the subject to which the said law applies
(except for persons who have mutual rights and obligations, which with the subject
do not have the character of a family), including persons who are jointly live, but are
not married, and also - regardless of the specified conditions — spouse, spouse, father,
mother, stepfather, stepmother, son, daughter, stepson, stepdaughter, sibling, sibling,
grandfather, grandmother, great-grandfather, great-grandmother, grandson,
granddaughter, great-grandson, great-granddaughter, son-in-law, daughter-in-law ,
father-in-law, mother-in-law, father-in-law, mother-in-law, adoptive parent or

adopted, guardian or guardian, person under the guardianship or trusteeship of the
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said subject [1]. Family members are persons who are married, as well as their
children, including adults, parents, persons under guardianship and trusteeship, other
persons who live together, are connected by common life, have mutual rights and
obligations (except for persons, mutual the rights and obligations of which do not
have the character of a family), including persons who live together but are not
married [1].

The etymologically related concepts of the current regulatory acts are other
concepts defined in the legislation, among them the following: «close family
members» (p. 4 of the Regulation (standard) of accounting 23 Disclosure of
information about related parties approved by order of the Ministry of Finance of
Ukraine of 18.06 .2001 No. 303); «Close relatives and family members» (c. 1 p. 1 art.
3 of the Criminal Procedure Code of Ukraine); «close relatives» (Law of Ukraine
«On state protection of court employees and law enforcement agencies»).

An analysis of the content of all the above definitions allows us to conclude
that there is a fairly clear list of both close persons and family members, which do not
include relatives acquired as a result of marriage (matchmakers, relatives) or spiritual
(godfathers) unions). At the same time, additional interpretation requires the meaning
of a phrase of categorical meaning: persons who live together are connected by
common life and have mutual rights and obligations (except for persons whose
mutual rights and obligations with the subject do not have the character of a family ”,
that is, to close persons or members families, in the understanding of anti-corruption
legislation, can be attributed to any individuals, regardless of the existence of
marriage or spiritual unions between them, if the relationship between the individual
and the subject indicated . P. 1 art. 3 of the Law of Ukraine «On prevention of
corruptiony (a person authorized to perform state functions or local government) will
meet the following conditions: 1) living together; 2) the conduct of general life; 3) the
presence of mutual rights and obligations; 4) the relevant rights and obligations
between such persons should be of a family nature.

The acquisition of the characteristic «family» in relation to the rights and

obligations of people living together and leading a joint life lies in the plane of
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disclosing the content of the category «family relations» and determining the circle of
persons who may constitute the «family» (circle of participants in family relations).

According to art. 3 of the Family Code of Ukraine, the family is the primary
and main unit of society [2]. The family consists of people who live together, are
connected by a common life, have mutual rights and obligations. Moreover, the
family is created on the basis of marriage, blood relationship, adoption, as well as on
other grounds not prohibited by law and not contrary to the moral principles of
society.

The provisions of art. 2 of the Family Code of Ukraine, which determine the
scope of regulation of family relations between the relevant participants, indicate that
the legislator identifies the circle of participants in family relations and family
members, which in particular include: spouses (husband, wife), children (son,
daughter), adoptive parents and adopted; grandmother, grandfather, great-
grandmother, great-grandfather, grandchildren (grandson, granddaughter), great-
grandchildren (great-grandson, great-granddaughter); siblings; stepmother, stepfather,
stepdaughter, stepson and other participants in family relationships [2].

It should be noted that the relations of the mother-in-law, father-in-law,
mother-in-law, daughter-in-law, son-in-law and other relatives are not regulated by
the Family Code of Ukraine: the presence of these persons in relations of kinship
does not affect anything, and therefore has no legal significance (in the field of family
law). In contrast, despite the fact that the Family Code of Ukraine does not regulate
family relations between cousins, aunts, uncles and nieces, nephews and other
relatives by descent, it nevertheless clearly defines them as family ones. It follows
from the foregoing (in particular, relying on the provisions of p. 4 of art. 3 of the
Family Code of Ukraine) that the unsettledness of certain relations by the Family
Code of Ukraine does not deprive them of the nature of «family». Moreover, brother-
in-law can become family members, which is not excluded by law. For example, in
accordance with art. 64 of the Housing Code of Ukraine: other persons may be
recognized as members of the tenant’s family if they permanently reside with the

tenant and share a common household with him [3]. A son-in-law who has settled in
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the wife’s family as a family member acquires equal rights with other family
members (art. 65 of the Housing Code of Ukraine), bears all the duties and enjoys all
the rights of a family member (art. 64 of the Housing Code of Ukraine).

Conclusions. Thus, to close persons, in the understanding of the Law of
Ukraine «On Prevention of Corruption», persons who become relatives due to the
conclusion of marriage unions (in particular matchmakers, relatives) who live
together, are connected by a common life, have mutual rights and obligations if the
latter have the character of «family». In turn, it is impossible to recognize as close
persons, those who, despite their cohabitation, connectedness by common life and the
presence of mutual rights and obligations received a certain status by spiritual unions
(in particular, godfather). We justify this position by the fact that the church
(religious organizations) in Ukraine is separated from the state [4] (art. 5 of the Law
of Ukraine «On Freedom of Conscience and Religious Organizations»), which
excludes the possibility of applying anti-corruption legislation designed to strictly
regulate the legal and organizational foundations of functioning corruption prevention
systems in Ukraine, the content and procedure for applying anti-corruption

mechanisms and methods (measures).
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
